


Instructions

The aim of the game is to use the trolleybus routes and
other routes to complete missions. The first person

Up to 7 players

to complete all their missions is the winner. can play
the game.

0 Choose a counter and place it on one of the seven
trolleybus turning circles or turning points. Each player
must choose a different starting place.

9 Deal three mission cards to each player. Look on the board
for the mission squares that match the mission cards you
have been dealt. You need to reach each of these one at
a time to complete your missions and win the game.

6 Each player throws the dice. The person with the highest
number goes first. The game is played in a clockwise direction.

e Throw the dice and move the number of squares indicated 9 The first person to comp|ete all three

on the dice towards the mission you want to complete. missions is the winner.

Positive & Disaster Squares

Along the way you will come across disaster and positive squares.
Simply follow the instructions on these.

Coggin' On Square

If you land on a ‘coggin on’ square the person on your left must pick up a
coggin on card and read the question to you. If you answer correctly you
get to throw the dice again and move forward. If your answer is wrong
you miss your next go.
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If you land on a police box you must transport yourself to any other
police box on the board game.

Nothing happens if you land on someone else's square.
Please just politely share a square!




What was Coggin’ on?

"When the conductor was at the top of the
bus we would jump onto the trolleybus
hanging on the pole. This was called
coggin’ on. Then the conductor would
come running down and you'd jump off!"

About the Coggin' On boardgame

Coggin’ On, the trolleybus heritage boardgame, covers the rich history of St.Helens by taking you on a journey on the trolleybuses
that were in operation from the 1920’s to the 1950’s. It has been designed as a fun, interactive way to help children learn about
local history and for others to enjoy reminiscing.

The game has been developed through workshops and consultation with over 300 people of all ages.

The memories of the older generations fill the board game with stories and real history. The children working alongside them have
supplied the excellent artwork. It is intended to be historically accurate but it may have some discrepancies as it has been developed
in workshops recording memories.

There are references to events, characters and myths that are not all explained in the game to encourage discussion and research.

Trolleybuses

The first trolleybuses left the town hall on 11th July 1927. The last day of service for the
trolleybuses was the 30th June 1958. The trolleybus is a cross between a tram and

a motorbus. Trams run on rails taking electric power from an overhead cable and are
pollution free. Trolleybuses took their power from two overhead cables, but unlike trams they
had pneumatic tyres like a motorbus. The trolleybus was also more flexible than the tram
and again was pollution free. They were fast and silent and had a longer service life than a tram
or motorbus.
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The board game is based on the trolleybus routes around St.Helens. 0 1 Ty Sy

It also has sections that you will have to walk or cycle where the
trolleybus didn’t go. At the end of each route the trolleybus would
have to turn around using what was known as a turning circle or
turning point. These can still be seen although the wires have
obviously gone.
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The Coggin' On boardgame is a part of a larger project which has involved the
design and production of public art works and the production of a DVD, inspired
and based around the trolleybuses of St.Helens.

The Heritage Sculptures

There are three sculptural metal panels designed and made through workshops and consultation with over 300 people of all ages,

in over 50 workshops held at several schools and community groups in St.Helens. The memories and history of the older generations
inspired the artwork by the young people involved. The panels are constructed in mild steel with mosaic panel inserts made by the
workshop participants. A cast panel on the sculptures explains the story or history behind the mosaic above it. The sites chosen are all
on, or just off, the trolleybus routes.

Coggin' On St Helens, The Trolleybus Years DVD
